     Dear Members, 
 

Ensearch was established 29 years ago as a non-profit 
association with interests in learning and promoting effective 
ways to manage the impacts of human activities on the 
environment. Since the inception, our founding members had 
developed a strong bond with the government and the private 
sectors in promoting environmental awareness and have 
assisted in resolving environmental related issues faced by the 
country.  

In line with the government’s move towards self-regulation, Ensearch has over the last few years 
refocused our effort on building human resource capabilities and capacities related to environmental 
management. Several meetings were held with officials from the Ministry of Natural Resources and the 
Department of Environment on Ensearch’s role in supporting government activities and plans. I am 
hoping that by the third quarter of 2013, we will be able to firm up our collaboration with the Malaysian 
Institute of Environment (EiMAS) and to offer courses that complement EiMAS and meet industry needs.  

As of 31 December 2012 ENSEARCH’s registered members stood at 312 compared to 292 in 2011. Of the 
total, 209 are individual, 54 are corporate, 2 are student and 45 are life members. I am glad to inform 
members the ENSEARCH branch in Sabah was established in July last year. The launching of the Sabah 
Branch was officiated on 23 June by Yang Berhormat Tan Sri Joseph Kurup, Deputy Minister, Ministry of 
Natural Resources and Environment Malaysia. It was held in conjunction with the Sabah Branch’s Annual 
General Assembly.  

Although we did not do well in attracting new members but our secretariat should be congratulated for 
their effort in retaining the majority of our existing members. Training continues to be our best platform 
to attract new members.  Fees from membership subscriptions contributed about 17 per cent from our 
total income for 2012.  

Education and training continues to be our main income generator. Ensearch had organised five (5) 
training courses in the 2nd half of 2012 and another six (6) have been scheduled until June this year. Four 
trainings were held here and one was held in Kota Kinabalu. In total 80 participants attended our 
trainings of which 65% were Ensearch members. Two new courses last year were Carbon Management 
and Landfill Design, which were both well attended. 

Ensearch has successfully organised our 10th Waste Management Conference & Exhibition entitled 
“Wastes’ to Opportunities” on 18-19 July 2012. The Conference & Exhibition was endorsed by the 
Ministry of Natural Resources and Ministry of Housing & Local Government, in collaboration with the 
Malaysian Society of Waste Management and Environment. 
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The conference attracted a wide spectrum of participants from government, manufacturing and service 
industries. To remain relevant, Ensearch Management had agreed that it is timely to rebrand our Waste 
Management Conference and Exhibition.   

For 2013 onwards our Conference and Exhibition will focus on the broader issues under Sustainability 
and Environmental Management – beginning with 4 main issues that are of concern to the government 
and the public. These are biodiversity conservation, adaptation to climate change, water resource 
sustainability and waste reduction.  

The Association’s financial position remained stable despite a deficit of RM121, 850.00. The deficit was 
attributed to lower income recorded by MENGO Trust activities and Cyber Plant Conservation Network 
(CPCN) and KKEF Endowment Fund. For these three activities, a total income of RM 24,646.00 was 
recorded against an expenditure of RM 154,706.00. However, Ensearch activities recorded a positive 
profit and an increase in cash flow by about 32.5 per cent to RM 120,589.00.  I would like to assure 
members that the Association will continue to be prudent in its spending. 

The KKEF Young Environmentalist Award for 2012 was awarded to Mr. Kelvin Diong Siong Loong          
Mr. Kelvin was attached to the Southern District Waste Management Plant, Kaohsiung City, Taiwan from 
14 November to 1 December 2012. His internship was in integrated municipal waste management plan, 
starting from separation at source, in line with Kaohsiung City’s ‘No garbage on the ground’ policy.  

As one of the founding member Ensearch continues to participate actively in the Prime Minister’s 
Hibiscus Award. Ensearch is represented at the Organizing Committee, the Steering Committee and the 
Technical Committee. We will continue our support and commitment towards ensuring it remains as the 
premium environmental award in Malaysia for business and industry.  

Lastly, I would like to express my sincere appreciation to members of the Council and secretariat staff 
for their support in assisting me as President of ENSEARCH. I also wish to thank members of the 
Association, industry players, government and private sectors who continue to provide their support to 
ENSEARCH. Finally, I am grateful to members of the Management and Council Committees for their 
undivided support to ensure smooth running of our organization.    

In conclusion, I am very delighted to present to you the Annual report for 2012/2013 and look forward 
to a more successful year ahead.

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1. WELCOME ADDRESS BY THE PRESIDENT 
 

The president expressed his gratitude and sincere thanks to Council members for giving him the 
opportunity to continue leading Ensearch in the 2011/2012 session. As his second year as 
President of ENSEARCH, he admitted that to manage an NGO there are a different set of 
challenges that he had to face. Two most difficult challenges were time and retaining secretariat 
staff.  He felt strongly that ENSEARCH needed experienced personnel to lead its secretariat and 
to execute plans set by the Council. Without that it was going to be difficult for the Association 
to move forward effectively in meeting theexpectation of its members.  

 
He went on to say that, as of 31 December 2011 ENSEARCH registered a total of 292 active 
members, down by 65 compared to 2010. From the total 192 are individuals, 52 corporate, 1 
student and 47 life members. Despite the initiatives taken by the Membership Committee only 
18 individual and 4 corporate members were brought in respectively. The Association has not 
been successful in bringing more members although the membership committee had tried their 
very best.Until ENSEARCH’sexisting members can perceive that there are added values it will not 
see a big jump in membership.  

 
The Association financial position remained stable although it recorded a negative income of 
RM26,295 compared to a positive income of RM31,858 in 2010. The negative income recorded 
was attributed to reduction in income from waste management conference and reduction in 
MENGO project facilitation fees. Expenditure had also increased due to higher salary and higher 
write-off from bad debt due to non-payment of members, and expenditure in organizing the 
first photography competition. He assured members that the Association will continue to be 
prudent in its spending. 

 
The President then went on to elaborate ENSEARCH’s events, activities and participation for the 
year. 
 

2. CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES OF THE 27thANNUAL GENERAL MEETING HELD ON 13thMAY 
2011.   
 
2.1 The meeting was called to order at 4.15pm and quorum for the AGM to proceed was  
 established.

5.2      The Hon. Sec General extended her thanks to all Management and Council   
  Members for their voluntary services to ENSEARCH. 
 

5.3 The Hon.Sec General informed that ENSEARCH has been a member of the 
Environmental Quality Council (EQC) for the last 3 years. Membership has lapsed but 
was made to understand that an extension has been granted for the next 3 years. 

 
She informed that the President will represent ENSEARCH at EQC, and Hon Sec Gen will 
be the alternate member. 

   
She informed ENSEARCH’S representation at EQC has been recognized as a professional 
advisor to the Government in the area of Environment. 
 
She informed that the President has been invited by the Prime Minister’s Department to 
comment and attend the coming Majlis Belanjawan meeting for 2012/2013 on 
environment matters.

office for a terms of 2 years. Amendment to the constitution in 2003 allowed for half of 
the council members to retire after the 2 year term and the other half to remain. 
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5.6 The Hon. Sec. General informed that co-opted members shall be welcome into

passion to serve. 

 
5.7 The Hon. Sec. General reported that 5 (five) Council Meetings were held for 2011/2012. 
 
5.8 On Ensearch Membership, she informed all on the passing of Life Member Mr. Soo Ah 

Kan. Dr. Nather Khan’s application as Life Member of ENSEARCH was accepted so the 
total number of Life members is 47.

Abu Harith bin Shamsuddin presented the Financial Report for  
 year 2011. 

 
6.2        The Hon. Treasurer extended his thanks to Ms. Tan Siok Yin, Ms. Edna Xavier and  

the current external auditor, Rabin & Associates for their strong  support in being of 
service to the Association. 

 
He also acknowledged and thanked Dr. Loo Koi Sang and Dr. Nather Khan (not present), 
the Honorary Internal Auditors of ENSEARCH for 2011/2012.

3.1 K.KUMARASIVAM ENDOWMENT FUND (KKEF) 
 

The K.Kumarasivam Endowment Fund (KKEF) was established in recognition of the late 
Ir. K. Kumarasivam’s contribution towards the promotion of environmental excellence in 
Malaysia.   
 
Since its inception from 2004 as until 2012, eight prominent speakers have graced the 
KKEF Memorial Public Lecture and eight professionals have received the KKEF Young 
Environmentalist Internship Award.

3.1.1 The KKEF Young Environmentalist Award 2012 

 
The eighth recipient of KKEF Young Environmentalist Award is Mr. Kelvin Diong Siong 
Loong, who graduated with a Bachelor of Science in Microbiology from University 
Science Malaysia (USM) and just recently obtained his Masters in Environmental 
Management from University Putra Malaysia (UPM). ENSEARCH was fortunate to 
partner Southern District Waste Management Plant, Kaohsiung City, Taiwan, in 
providing Mr. Kelvin his two weeks Internship programme which was from 14th Nov-1st 
Dec 2012.  

 
Kelvin was placed under care of the director of the waste management plant Dr. Hong-
wen Yang and was assigned into operation and service unit to look into the 
management of the 49kMWh electricity generating incinerator. Besides that, Kelvin also 
took the opportunity to visit other solutions of waste management such as Renwu 
Incineration Plant (operated by SITA Waste Services), Nanxing Project Seaside Landfill, 
Daliao Sanitary Landfill, Xiqingpu Sanitary Landfill and Xiqingpu Methane Gas Energy 
Harvesting Power Plant (operated by Veolia Environment). 
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The 2-weeks experience in Kaohsiung City has exposed Kelvin to an integrated municipal 
waste management plan that starts from households where waste separation at source 
is practiced in line with the ‘No garbage on the ground’ policy started since 1 April 2005 
to ensure making good use of every type of waste generated before ended up landfill.  

 
3.1.2 The KKEF Memorial Public Lecture 2012 

 
The KKEF Memorial Public Lecture and Young Environmentalist Award was held on 8th  
November 2012 at Kelab Golf Negara Subang, Petaling Jaya. KTA Tenaga Sdn Bhd, of 
which Ir. K. Kumarasivam was a founding Partner, supported by providing a donation 
towards the event. 
 
The Speaker for the Public Lecture was Y.Bhg. Datuk Dr. Rajmah Hj Hussain, former 
Ambassador of Malaysia to the United States of America and currently Adjunct 
Professor at the Department of International and Strategic Studies in University of 
Malaya (UM). 
 
Her Lecture on “A Diplomat’s Experience of Cultural and Environmental Diversities” 
attracted a total of 78 interested members of the public from diverse professions 
including students from MARA University of Technology (UiTM), Puncak Alam. Datuk Dr. 
Rajmah spoke about her experiences during her diplomatic visits to countries such as 
Switzerland, Portugal and Japan and the United States of America and the different 
environmental practices that each country practiced. The audience was most impressed 
by the content of the lecture that was delivered with a sense of humour, clarity and 
ease.  
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 3.2 CYBER PLANT CONSERVATION NETWORK (CPCPN) 
 

 
   
 

The Cyber Plant Conservation Network (CPCNet) was formed as one of ENSEARCH’s green 
projects to conserve the biodiversity of Malaysia’s rare and endangered fruit trees as well as 
creating an online community of tree planters to document the information generated from the 
programme online, which is useful for knowledge and scientific research. Bioversity 
International serves as a partner of CPCNetby providing the technical backstopping in 
connection with the implementation of the project.

A total of 287 indigenous fruit trees were ordered and planted by various organisations over the 
past year. Among them were: 

1. University of Malaya (UM) ordered 50 trees which were planted in UM’s Botanical Gardens. 
2. Kualiti Alam Sdn. Bhd. planted 7 fruit trees at their Waste Management Plant in Port Dickson 

on 23rd May 2012. 
3. The Young Engineers Section (YES) of the Institution of Engineers Malaysia (IEM) organized a 

tree-planting community project at Taman Botani Negara, Shah Alam, on 24th June 2012. A 
total of 190 rare fruit trees were planted by the members.

4. Pulau Banding Foundation purchased 40 trees on 30th January 2013 which were planted 
around the Pulau Banding Island in Perak.  

 
In addition to the tree planting activities, follow-ups on previous successful tree plantings were 
also conducted throughout the year. The main purpose of the follow-up visits is to give talks on 
the importance of biodiversity conservation as well as tree care; 
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1. Follow-up visit to SMK Putrajaya Prescint 9(2) to give a talk on tree care and tree 
documentation to the students on 18th April 2012. 

2. Follow-up visit to the 4 schools in Negeri Sembilan with Kualiti Alam on 23rd April to see the 
condition of the trees that were sponsored by Kualiti Alam. 

 
Numerous marketing efforts were undertaken in the reporting period to get private companies, 
government bodies and organisations to participate in tree planting. The institutions 
approached included Malakoff Sdn. Bhd., Sime Darby Berhad, Pertubuhan Pelindung Khazanah 
Alam (PEKA). CPCNet is also working with Perbadanan Putrajaya in an effort to plant more 
indigenous fruit trees at Putrajaya’s existing parks. Various grants i.e the Shell Sustainable Grant 
and the Commonwealth Grants have also been applied to support the funding of the project. 

 
In relation to the supply of planting materials, currently six Orang Asli communities from 
Selangor, Pahang, Negeri Sembilan and Perak are participating in the supply of young seedlings 
to CPCNet. This year, a total 389 seedlings were collected from the Orang Asli at Kg. Belihoi, 
Negeri Sembilan and Kg. Kachau, Semenyih.  
 
Total paid to them in the year was RM 2,334.00 at RM 6.00 per seedling. A visit was also made 
to the Orang Asli village at Kg. Kachau, Semenyih to take pictures of wild fruits such as the 
Cepahong on 11th April 2012. 
 
CPCNet also collaborated with Multimedia University’s (MMU) bioinformatics faculty to develop 
an application needed to document each tree species and growth progress using open source 
applications. Through the student final year project, a specially designed mobile phone 
application prototype was developed which enables users to upload phenological observations 
on trees such as flowering and fruiting dates. The prototype is currently only compatible on 
Windows phones, hence further testing and enhancement needs to be conducted to improve 
this application. The data collected will be available for open access. Additionally, this long term 
collection of phenological data in turn can be used by the scientists to track climate change.  

 
Another activity planned for the year is the improvement of our CPCNet website by adding more 
information on our tree planting activities and updating our fruit catalogue. Besides that, 
CPCNet will also be working with Bioversity International and Crops For the Future (CFF) to 
come up with education kits for students in hopes of giving them more exposure on 
environmental conservation.  
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3.3  EDUCATION AND TRAINING COMMITTEE - From May 2012 to October 2012 
 

A total of 5 training courses were conducted by ENSEARCH in the past year (May 2012 till 
October 2012). Four trainings were organised at the ENSEARCH Training Centre, Kota 
Damansara while another session was held at the Promenade Hotel, Kota Kinabalu. A total of 80 
participants were trained, of which 65% were ENSEARCH members and 35% were non-
members.

Education and Training Reports from February 2013 to May 2013

3.4      PUBLICATION AND WEBSITE 
 

ENSEARCH website is currently being updated more regularly with more local newspaper 
articles and news on issues environmental related issues since February 2013. Besides that, 
announcements and links from various organizations and schools of governing bodies are also 
being uploaded onto ENSEARCH website to promote green and environmental issues. For 
example, the announcement from University of Nottingham Campus Malaysia seminar series in 
association with ENSEARCH, and an announcement on the 5th Malaysian Construction Summit 
2013 organized by Masters Builders Association Malaysia  (MBAM) and Construction Industry 
Development Board Malaysia  (CIDB).  
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This synergistic collaboration with associates through website announcements is in line with 
ENSEARCH mission in promoting environmental management amongst its members and the 
public.  
 
The 1st Quarter publication for BERITA ENSEARCH was released on the website in March 2013. 
The Secretariat sent a Project Officer to attend the closing pilot project workshop on: The Model 
Development on E-Waste Collection, Segregation & Transportation from Household for 
Recycling, on 5th February 2013. An article was contributed with regard to electrical and 
electronic waste in Malaysia based on the JICA management model. This featured article will be 
shared online through the website and BERITA ENSEARCH.   
 
 

3.5 MEMBERSHIP COMMITTEE  
 
For the year 2012 the Membership Committee had maintained a good record of the 
membership of ENSEARCH through its database system. 

 
This year was a year of updating of members details with timely reminders to members for 
renewal and monitoring of payments systematically. The use of the system has helped to bring 
all records up-to-date and has eased the management of the renewal process significantly. A 
number of memberships which had expired over long periods were expunged from the records.  

 
With the help of the secretariat, a personalized one-to-one approach has been established to 
increase both the individual and corporate memberships. The focus was to approach the 
Petroleum sector with a focus group to be setup to meet the needs of members on 
environmental issues. 

 
All members were given a certificate from Ensearch incorporating the expiry date of the 
membership. This certificate with the expiry date will help remind members that renewal is due. 
Also, the members can use the certificate for their own business promotion to project 
themselves as a caring environment friendly company or individual.  

 
The Membership Committee is confident that more members can be attracted in this manner. 

 
Membership Committee will continue to use the personalized one-to-one approach to bring in 
more corporate members for 2013. 
 

3.6  EVENTS AND ACTIVITIES 
  
  Lynas Advances Materials Plant, Gebeng, Pahang Darul Makmur 
 

LYNAS Corporation Malaysia Sdn Bhd had given consent to ENSEARCH to conduct a technical 
visit to the LYNAS Advanced Materials Plant, Gebeng, Pahang. However due to some technical 
and administrative problems, the visit was postponed indefinitely. 
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At the end of the workshop A Youth Action Plan was developed and the Melaka Youth 
Declaration was prepared and signed off by over 60 international youth participants from 22 
countries.  For WFY’s 20th Anniversary in 2014, a meeting of youths is planned by WYF for its 
next ‘Youth Be Aware’ workshop on adapting to Climate Change and Beyond 2015. The progress 
and follow-up to the Melaka Youth Declaration and Youth Action Plan would be included. 

 

4.3        Environmental Legislation Seminar for 9th May 2013 

A seminar will be organized by ENSEARCH in conjunction with its 29th AGM. The planning has 
been initialized by meetings with senior officers of Jabatan Alam Sekitar in February and March 
2013 to obtain their support for the seminar, especially in presenting a keynote paper on the 
latest Amendments to the Environmental Quality Act 1974. Other speakers from the legal sector 
will be invited to give their views on environmental legislation. 
 

4.4        SEM 2013 

The concept paper for the Sustainability and Environmental Management Conference and 
Exhibition (SEM 2013) – a rebranding of ENSEARCH’s annual Waste Management Conference 
and Exhibition in line with the key issues of the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment 
(NRE), has been prepared, and the first announcement sent out. SEM 2013, to be held in 
conjunction with Malaysia’s Environment Week on 22nd - 23rd October 2013, has the support of 
NRE and DOE. A new staff Ms Geetha Baba has been brought on board since 1st February 2013 
to help in the organizing of SEM 2013 and also for ENSEARCH’s other events and activities.  

 

4.5        GEF-SGP Grant Project 

The Global Environment Fund-Small Grants Project (SGP) proposed by ENSEARCH is for an urban 
community project with Bandar Sri Damansara Residents’ Association (BSDRA), Selangor, 
Malaysia as a direct beneficiary. Entitled ‘Promoting Sustainability in a Urban Community 
through Capacity Building in Composting and Recycling of Household Wastes and Biodiversity 
Enrichment using Indigenous Rare Fruit Trees’ the project aims for awareness and capacity 
building of the community through implementation of composting technology, establishing a 
recycling centre and indigenous plants conservation.  
 
This project focuses on capacity development as its primary focus and conservation of 
biodiversity as its secondary focus area. 
 
The initial planning grant for the project was submitted on 12th November 2012. The copy of the  
Memorandum of Agreement which was signed by both parties has already been handed over to  
ENSEARCH together with the seed fund amounting RM 4,870.40 (USD 1,600.00). 

 
Several meetings have been organized since October 2012 between BSDRA representative (Mr. 
David  Zon) and ENSEARCH’s Project Team (Mr. Joel, Ms. Jenny & Mr. Jonathan) to come up with 
activities/programmes on solid waste management and promotion of conservation of 
indigenous fruit trees through a proposed conservation programme in an urban community

environment. Research on design, planning and costing was conducted for the project feasibility 
study.  
 
Meetings were organized with composting technology providers on possible suitable systems 
that could be implemented for the project. 

 
Preparation on the final proposal was completed and submitted in mid-March 2013. If approved 
the maximum amount that could be claimed over the project period (about 1 to 1½ years) is 
USD 48,000.00.  
 

5.0 CENTRE FOR ENVIRONMENTAL TECHNOLOGIES (CETEC)

The year 2012 was auspicious for CETEC as it represented its 20th year of existence as a company 
having been incorporated in October 1992. It was registered as a company limited by guarantee 
and had as its main objective to provide advisory and technical services on national 
environmental issues to the government and industry. However, the year was a quiet period for 
CETEC as after having completed its services in preparing the Hydrochloroflurocarbon Phase-out 
Management Plan (HPMP) for the Department of Environment (DOE) and the United Nations 
Development Programme (UNDP), no new projects were obtained in the period. 
Nevertheless, CETEC continued to be called by the DOE from time to time to provide advisory 
services on the implementation of the above plan and to participate in a follow-up workshop.      

 
CETEC continued to be managed by the Secretariat of ENSEARCH with no permanent technical 
staff employed in the period. In view of the current situation, it was proposed at the Council 
meeting of ENSEARCH (the initiator and promoter for CETEC), to wind up the company. This 
proposal was approved by the ENSEARCH Council at its 3rd Council Meeting on 24th Nov’ 12. It is 
expected that CETEC will be wound up sometime in 2013 as the process for winding up with the 
Registrar of Companies will require some time.  

 
On this note, the Members of the Board wish to record our sincere thanks to the late Ir K. 
Kumarasivam and his family for their generous donations which helped to kick-start CETEC and 
in supporting its initial financial needs. We also wish to record our appreciation to Ir. Goh Kiam 
Seng and Ms. Jenny Tan Suat Eam, formerly Executive Directors, for their services in managing 
CETEC in its earlier years. The Board would also like to thank the many individuals who 
contributed to the success of CETEC and wish to record our sincere thanks for their time and 
services to the company.

7.1 Malaysia Construction Industry Excellence Awards 2012 
 

Malaysian Construction Industry Excellence Awards (MCIEA) is a prestigious award ceremony to 
recognize achievements and contribution of the industry players in construction industry. The 
event is held annually in conjunction with International Construction week. This year’s MCIEA 
Award 2012 is the 12th award ceremony that has been held since. 
 
ENSEARCH was invited by CIDB as one of the six- member Evaluation Panel for MCIEA 2012 
under the “Project Awards” category.

The awards will be given 
for the categories of small, medium and large projects. 
 
The representative from ENSEARCH is it’s Vice President Ir. Ellias Saidin. ENSEARCH hopes to be 
reappointed as a panel member for the following year’s awards. 
 
 

7.2 Prime Minister’s Hibiscus Award 2012/2013 
 

ENSEARCH continues to collaborate with MICCI, FMM and BCSR in organizing the Prime 
Minister’s Hibiscus Award (PMHA) for business and industry to promote better environmental 
management and sustainability performance. The PMHA 2012/2013 cycle was launched on 10

Embas, represented by Datuk Dr. Che Abdul Rahim Nik, Deputy Secretary General of the 
Ministry.

AMENDMENTS TO THE ENSEARCH 
CONSTITUTION 
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Amendment to Schedule 2 - Regional Branches of ENSEARCH 

1.0 RESPONSIBILITIES 
1.1 The ENSEARCH Management Committee and Council shall be the ultimate body  

  responsible for all activities of the Branch. 
1.2 The Branch shall not act independently of ENSEARCH. 

 
2.0       MEMBERSHIP 
              2.1 All applicants residing in the designated region covered by the Branch shall register with  
  the Branch Secretary to become a member of ENSEARCH. 

2.2 All applications for membership of Ensearch shall be made in writing to the Branch  
  Committee who shall determine the applicant’s eligibility and approval and who shall  
  then forward to Ensearch Council for endorsement. 
 
3.0.    COMMITTEE 
          3.1 A committee comprising of the following shall be responsible for the management of  
  the affairs of the Branch:  
 

(a)  Chairperson 
(b)  Secretary 
(c)   Treasurer 
(d)  A minimum of three and a maximum of five general members 
(f)   The Committee may co-opt up to two additional general members from the     
       Branch to serve in the Branch 

  
3.2 The Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer shall be elected from among the Committee  
 members in the first meeting of the Committee. 
3.3 No Committee member shall hold the position of Chairperson for a continuous period  
 longer than three years. 
 

4.0 MEETINGS 
4.1 Election of Committee Members shall follow Article 10 of this Constitution 

(Rev. 29.10.2002 (PPP/SEL 213/84(12) 
4.2 The Committee should meet not less than six times in a year. It is recommended that  
 the Committee meet at least once every two months. 
 

5.0 REPRESENTATION IN MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE AND COUNCIL 
 

(a)        The Branch Chairperson shall automatically be co-opted as a ENSEARCH Management 
Committee member. 

(b)        The Branch Chairperson and the Branch Secretary shall be co-opted as a ENSEARCH  
Council member and shall attend all such meetings. 
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6.0  DUTIES OF THE COMMITTEE 
  
         6.1 Chairperson        
                    

(a)   The Chairperson shall chair all Committee meetings of the Branch. 
(b)    The Chairperson shall be responsible for mobilizing the energies and interest  
 of the Committee members in organizing activities to fulfill the objectives of  

 ENSEARCH. 
 
6.2 Secretary       
           

(a) The Secretary shall be responsible for ensuring that all records of the Branch’s    
meetings, plans and activities are properly minuted and filed. 

(b) The Secretary shall be responsible for executing all decisions of the Committee  
  and for monitoring the implementation of the Branch’s plans and activities. 

(c) The Secretary shall ensure that all minutes of meetings are duly approved by 
the Chairperson and sent to the Hon. Sec General of ENSEARCH within 14 days 
of each meeting. 

(d) The committee members shall assist the Secretary in the discharge of his/her  
duties. 

  
6.3          Treasurer  

(a) The Treasurer shall be responsible for all financial management and activities  
of the Branch.  

(b) The Treasurer shall prepare a budget to reflect the activities of the Branch for 
the year and shall monitor the income and expenditure of the approved 
budget. 

(c)  The Treasurer shall present a financial report at each Branch meetings. 
(d) The Treasurer shall also submit the same budget and a financial report to the 

Hon. Sec. and Treasurer of ENSEARCH. 
(e) The Committee members shall assist the Treasurer in the discharge of his/her 

duties. 

6.4          General Committee Members  

(a) The General Committee Members shall be responsible to assist the  
Chairperson, Secretary and Treasurer in the discharge of their duties. 

(b) The General Committee Members may also take on specific responsibilities  
associated with additional positions created by the Committee, in addition to 
the above three positions. 

7.0.    ANNUAL CALENDAR OF ACTIVITIES (ACA)  
 
            7.1          The Committee may form Sub-Committees and Organizing Committees to organize  
  and implement the various activities of the Branch. 
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8.0. FINANCE 
  

8.1 All activities of the Branch shall be self-financing. 
8.2  The Branch shall provide to ENSEARCH as Administrative Fees a sum of 20% of  

the paid annual subscriptions and admission fees collected from the  
registered members of the Branch as per the Registry. 

8.3 The Administrative fees shall become payable in the month of December of each  
 calendar year. 

8.4  The Branch shall establish a separate Branch account to manage all the financial  
activities of the Branch only. 

8.5 The Chairperson, Secretary and the Treasurer shall be becomeliable 
and operate and sign all documents to this Branch Bank account. 

 
9.0 REPORTS 
 

9.1 A copy of the Secretary’s Annual Activities Report and Treasurer’s Financial   
Report shall be submitted to ENSEARCH. 

9.2    A copy of the Minutes of all Meetings of the Committee and Branch General Meetings  
shall be submitted to the Hon. Sec. General. 

 
 
Addendum to Article 4 - Membership 
4.1 (f)  FOREIGN MEMBERS 

 
This class of membership shall be open to professionals working as academics in a 
recognised University or in Corporate Companies or Government Linked Companies and 
who are in possession of a valid working Visa. 

 
Such membership shall be open only as Ordinary Members and shall not be eligible for 
election into the Council of Ensearch. However, the Council, on approval of the 
application, may co-opt this class of members to the Council only if the majority of 
Council members deems that such co-option shall be of benefit to Ensearch’s purpose.
